Since 2001, The Hope Chest for Breast Cancer Foundation has distributed over $3.5 million in financial
assistance grants to over 6,500 Minnesota breast cancer patients and their families. In 2025, we provided
386 patients with non-medical grants, a42.5% increase over 2024.

Each grant represents hope and relief, two elements that are crucial during the journey to recovery. It gives
patients one less thing to worry about during their treatments.

Donations go directly to help patients that need immediate assistance, especially with a mortgage or rent
payment, providing grocery gift cards, helping with vehicle repairs or providing gas cards so they can safely
make their cancer treatment appointments, paying for utility bills, and in other cases paying for childcare so

Breast cancer is the most common cancer among American
women after nonmelanoma skin cancer.

There are more than 4 million breast cancer survivors in the
United States, including women still being treated and those
who have completed treatment.
